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STEP-BY-STEP:
CARLA THE RABBIT

A cuddly rabbit with a practical twist - stow a crib size blankets in it's arms

Materials required:

Deco-Wadding, 279 Cotton Mix 80-20, fabrics in different colors, scissors, yarns, velcro fastener,
sewing machine, textile pen or embroidery thread, embroidery needles

We need 279 Cotton Mix 80/20, DecoWadding,
fabrics, pins, embroidery thread, embroidery
needle, scissors, textile pencil.

Cut all pieces from fabric.
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Place the cut fabrics on 279 Cotton Mix and
baste all around with a large stitch at approx.
0.7 cm seam allowance. The 279 Cotton Mix
piece will be larger than the fabric pieces.

NOTE: repeat this step for all fabric pieces.

Trim the 279 Cotton Mix along the seam
allowance to reduce the bulk.

Place two ear pieces right sides together and
sew together with a 1 cm seam allowance.
Leaving the short end unstitched.

TIP: If working with heavier-weight fabrics, back
only one side of the ear with 279 Cotton Mix.
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Trim the seam allowance at the curves, turn the
ear through to the right side and topstitch close
to the edge.

Make a mark 1 cm away from both cut edges on
the "Head, upper part" and "Head, side part"

pattern pieces in the nose area. Draw an "x" as
indicated.

Fold the ears in half and place them in the
middle of both sides of the upper head section
within the marking, right sides facing and sew in
place. The open edge of the ears should point
towards the nose.
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Pin and sew the side head pieces right sides
together. Sew only from the back of the head to
the middle of the "x".

TIP: Make sure that the two "x" markers of the
pattern pieces are exactly on top of each other.

Sew the two side head pieces together from the
nose downwards. Start again at the "x" and sew
down to the corner.

Cut the seam allowance in the curves and turn
the head.

Lay one arm/leg pattern each with 279 Cotton
Mix 80/20 and a matching piece without batting
right sides together and sew together. Leave the
short side open. Cut the seam allowance at the
curves and turn.
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Lay both front pieces right sides together and
sew together at the center front.

Continue in the same way with the two back
sections. Make sure that a turning opening is left
in the center back.

Place the arms and legs inside the markings on
the front piece and sew in place.

Pin the front and back pieces together, right
sides facing and sew the long section together.
Leave the neck opening open.

TIP: Ensure the arms and legs are not caught in
the seam line.
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Mark the center at the back of the head and
slide the head right to right into the neck
opening.

Pin the neck opening and head together. Make
sure that the marking at the center back of the
head and the back seam at the back and the
seams at the center front meet.

Turn the rabbit through to the right side. Sew
Velcro onto the ends of the hands and feet. It is
important that the Velcro is sewn on the inside
on one side and on the outside on the other.

TIP: Alternatively, buttons can be sewn on one

side and elastic loops on the other. This variant
is ideal for thicker blankets.
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Working through the gap in the seam allowance,
stuff well with Deco Wadding. Close the opening.

Sew around the tail with a loose thread. Leave a
longer length of thread at the beginning and end
of the stitching to gather up.

Gather the circle together using the thread and
fill with Deco Wadding. After stuffing, sew
together and knot the thread.
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Fasten the tail to the lower back with a few hand
stitches.

Embroider the face with embroidery thread.

Roll up a crib sized blanket and secure inside
the Velco arms and legs.
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	Schritt 4: Trim the 279 Cotton Mix along the seam allowance to reduce the bulk.
	Schritt 3: Place the cut fabrics on 279 Cotton Mix and baste all around with a large stitch at approx. 

0.7 cm seam allowance. The 279 Cotton Mix piece will be larger than the fabric pieces.



NOTE: repeat this step for all fabric pieces. 


	Schritt 5: Place two ear pieces right sides together and sew together with a 1 cm seam allowance. Leaving the short end unstitched.



TIP: If working with heavier-weight fabrics, back only one side of the ear with 279 Cotton Mix.


	Schritt 7: Make a mark 1 cm away from both cut edges on the "Head, upper part" and "Head, side part" pattern pieces in the nose area. Draw an "x" as indicated.
	Schritt 6: Trim the seam allowance at the curves, turn the ear through to the right side and topstitch close to the edge.
	Schritt 8: Fold the ears in half and place them in the middle of both sides of the upper head section within the marking, right sides facing and sew in place. The open edge of the ears should point towards the nose.
	Schritt 10: Sew the two side head pieces together from the nose downwards. Start again at the "x" and sew down to the corner.

Cut the seam allowance in the curves and turn the head.
	Schritt 9:  Pin and sew the side head pieces right sides together. Sew only from the back of the head to the middle of the "x".



TIP: Make sure that the two "x" markers of the pattern pieces are exactly on top of each other.


	Schritt 11: Lay one arm/leg pattern each with 279 Cotton Mix 80/20 and a matching piece without batting right sides together and sew together. Leave the short side open. Cut the seam allowance at the curves and turn.
	Schritt 14: Place the arms and legs inside the markings on the front piece and sew in place.
	Schritt 17: Turn the rabbit through to the right side. Sew Velcro onto the ends of the hands and feet. It is important that the Velcro is sewn on the inside on one side and on the outside on the other.



TIP: Alternatively, buttons can be sewn on one side and elastic loops on the other. This variant is ideal for thicker blankets.
	Schritt 20: Gather the circle together using the thread and fill with Deco Wadding. After stuffing, sew together and knot the thread.
	Schritt 23: Roll up a crib sized blanket and secure inside the Velco arms and legs.
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	Schritt 13: Continue in the same way with the two back sections. Make sure that a turning opening is left in the center back.
	Schritt 12: Lay both front pieces right sides together and sew together at the center front. 
	Schritt 15: Pin the front and back pieces together, right sides facing and sew the long section together. Leave the neck opening open. 



TIP: Ensure the arms and legs are not caught in the seam line.
	Schritt 16: Mark the center at the back of the head and slide the head right to right into the neck opening.

Pin the neck opening and head together. Make sure that the marking at the center back of the head and the back seam at the back and the seams at the center front meet.
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Working through the gap in the seam allowance, stuff well with Deco Wadding. Close the opening.
	Schritt 19: Sew around the tail with a loose thread. Leave a longer length of thread at the beginning and end of the stitching to gather up.
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	Schritt 21: Fasten the tail to the lower back with a few hand stitches.
	Schritt 22: Embroider the face with embroidery thread.
